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The team departed from Sydney on the morning of 26t March arriving in Phnom Penh late Saturday
afternoon, where they were met by Royal Cambodia Military top official, General Nou Vantha and his
wife, together with Cambodia New Life Foundation and Patient Care Ministry st aff.

The team consisted of19 members from Australia and 2 7 staff and students from New Life Foundation
and Patient Care Ministry Staff . There was much excitement among the team as this was the first
mission trip for many , and team members whom had served The Lord before in Cambodia meeting up
with a new supporter group of people .

We attended Church at New Life Foundation on Sunday morning. After lunch the team underwent an
orientation from Cambodia NLF mission coordinator. It was a great benefit for the m embers of the team, who
had not been to Cambodia before, and also to find out the ministries associated with New Life Foundation in
Cambodia, and time was also spent checking and prepar ing the requirements for the clinics. The GAIN/NLF
team travelled to the province of Takeo on Monday where we held our first clinic at Chamnaom, our second
clinic was held on Tuesday in Kendal province at Krang Yov. Wednesday was a travel and rest day departing
for Pailin City (a 9hr bus trip) leaving at 9.15am and arriving at 6.00pm. We held our third and fourth ¢ linics
on Thursday and Friday at the Army Brigades at Pailin. On Saturday we travelled back to Battambo ng and
on the way we enjoyed a picnic lunch beside a river and where many enjoyed a refreshing swim. On Sunday
and Monday we held our 5t and 6t clinics at the Army Brigade Hospital in Battambong. We departed
Battambong on Tuesday and travelled back to Phnom Penh. We departed Phnom Penh early on Wednesday
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and travelled to the Prey Veng province and held our 7th and 8t clinics in the Trakeat village. On Friday we
travelled back to Phnom Penh and visited the Tousl Sling Museum. Saturday morning we were up bright and
early for our 3 hour travel to Kampot province, for our 9 t and last clinic to be held at the Steng Kbaldam
Rey village. We departed Steng Kbaldam Rey village at approximately 5.30p.m. With a team of weary and
tired and happy people who had such a joyous time in serving the Lord in Cambodia.

We attended church on Sunday morning and after lunch visited the Killing Fields. Sunday evening we had
our farewell dinner with NLF at Jacobs Well Café. We had a wonderful evening with our friends from NLF.
Monday morning we had our team debrief and for some last minute shopping went to Central and Russian
markets. We departed our hotel at 3.15pmin our beloved bus for our trip to the airport . We flew out of
Phnom Penh airport at 6.00p.m. to jOurney home to Australia. A total of 2607 people went through
registration over our 9 clinics

the outcome or costs would be. Immediately monies were promised and Phing was able to go to hospital the
next day. The 3 members shared with the group at devotion next morning and with the generosity of the team
Phing will be able to have the treatment he requires. To date he has had tests, is under the care of a doctor and
specialists and monies have been used fo hospital accommodation , treatment, drug s, food, and for someone
to look after him while in hospital. He has also had his first treatment of chemo. NLF patient Care will be
doing the follow -up and will keepthe team informed of his progress .
