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Thailand & the Philippines Medical Mission 

26 December 2009 ï 13 January 2010 

The recent GAiN mission to Thailand and the Philippines was an adventure: seventeen days, two 
countries, six flights, long bus trips, nine days of clinic and treated thousands of patients.  It was 
tiring, but definitely an experience that we wouldnôt exchange for anything else. 

              

In Thailand, the team was made up of 40 people. 26 people from Australia, Myanmar, Holland and 
the Philippines and the remaining 14 are from Thailand.  We worked with a loving and serving 
hearted to the group of Lahu people, including Pastor Adul and his daughter Elizabeth (the Northern 
Thailand Project Coordinator), and some Bible college students who were our interpreters.  We 
ministered to the Lahu tribal people throughout the Mae Hong Son region and set up clinics in five 
villages.  For the entire trip, we spent half a day at one village before setting up a clinic at another 
village in the afternoon.  On average, we saw about 300 patients each day. 

Everyone in the team stepped in to help where they could, whether it was in triage, with the doctors, 
crowd control, intercessory, pharmacy, physiotherapy or childrenôs ministry.  It was amazing to see 
how the team worked so well together, despite many of us only meeting each other for the first time 
in Thailand.  It is definitely not by chance that there were people in the team with skills and talents to 
cover all the needed areas.   
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Devotions,praise and worship helped set the day off to a good start, no matter how tired or sick 
some of us felt.  And the smiles on the peopleôs faces when we took their blood pressure, gave 
them medication, gave them clothing or toys, or prayed for them, made everything worthwhile. 
Whilst days were busy with clinics or travelling, we still had some relaxation time.  We visited Nam 
Lod Caves, Mo Paeng Waterfall, Pai night markets and Mae Tang Elephant Park.  Church services 
were also lots of fun!  We attended three night-time church services in different villages with our 
CEO Daniel shared the gospel.  It was really enjoyable watching (and joining in with) the Lahu 
people dance and sing praises to God.  The GAiN team put together a skit of Jesusô life which was 
fun performing as well.  On top of these, some of us also had the opportunity to share our testimony 
with the local people.  

     

After eight days in Thailand, we headed off to the Philippines.  In the Philippines, our GAiN team 
had changed slightly for some people leaving and others joining us.  GAiN worked with staff and 
volunteers from Campus Crusade for Christ. Many of these people were recent nursing or medical 
graduates.  In order to maximise the number of areas receiving medical aid, the team was split into 
two or three groups each clinic day.   

GAiN Activities in Thailand  

GAiN Team is working hard  in Mae Hong Son area  
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On the first clinic day, three clinics were set up around the Manila area that was affected by the 
floods in September. They are Pangasinan, Marilao and Calumpit.  Together, over 1200 patients 
came through the clinics, with close to 600 people seen in Pangasinan.  There was another clinic 
day in Manila where children from ñHome for the 100th Sheepò orphanage were treated before we 
headed off to Lab for a time of rest and relaxation at the Mall of Asia, one of the worldôs largest 
shopping centres, for the evening.   

   

     

We travelled six hours north of Manila to Baguio and helped in areas affected by the landslides.  
Houses, roads, and precious farmland were destroyed.  Itôs hard to comprehend that some people 
lost everything, including their loved ones.  Over two days and in two teams, we went to Bayaan, 
Pasdong, Camp 30 and labey.In two and a half weeks, we visited so many places, had so many 
conversations with the locals, and treated so many of them.  Whilst we know that we were able to 
help many of the Lahu and Philippino people physically as well as spiritually, we canôt help but feel 
that we gained more than what we gave. 
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
